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Management Education at a Crossroad: Issues, Challenges, and Opportunities

Welcome to the Third AIMS International Conference on Management jointly organized by the Indian Institute of Management Ahmedabad and AIMS International- The Association of Indian Management Scholars. 

AIMS International:  The Association of Indian Management Scholars (http://www.aims-international.org) has been established to unify Indian management scholars to foster excellence in education and research, to advance knowledge, and support practice in all business and related disciplines. The first AIMS International Conference was hosted by the Indian Institute of Management Bangalore in December 2003. The second AIMS International Conference was hosted by Indian Institute of Management Calcutta in December 2004. AIMS International has also recently launched its flagship journal, AIMS International Journal of Management.
IIM Ahmedabad: The conference will be held at the beautiful campus of Indian Institute of Management Ahmedabad, India. IIM Ahmedabad (http://www.iimahd.ernet.in) is a one of the most prestigious management institutes in Asia. The Institute was rated as the top B-school of India by most leading surveys in 2004. 
Conference Theme: The theme of the Third AIMS International Conference is: Management Education at a Crossroad: Issues, Challenges, and Opportunities. The conference will provide a global forum to management academics and practicing managers to discuss critical issues concerning management education that are faced by the profession. The conference will also provide opportunities for networking and collaboration amongst management scholars from different disciplines and from different countries.

In addition to papers on the conference theme, the scholars are also encouraged to submit papers on any aspect of management and business such as Accounting, Marketing, Finance, OB, HRM, MIS, Quantitative Methods, Operations, Economics, etc.
Contributed Papers: Scholars interested in presenting papers are requested to follow the guidelines given below:

· A brief abstract (not exceeding 100 words) should be submitted online by October  31, 2005.  
· Notification of the accepted papers will be sent within two weeks of the receipt of the abstract. All abstracts will be peer-reviewed.

· Papers adhering to prescribed requirements will be eligible for publication in the conference proceedings (in CD-ROM) subject to a page limitation. The final version of paper accepted for proceedings must be submitted by November 30, 2005 along with the applicable registration fee. This deadline cannot be extended under any circumstances. Detailed instructions will be sent to submitting authors.

· Authors are not required to submit complete papers unless they are submitting for possible publication in the proceedings.  

·  A special issue of the AIMS International Journal of Management will be published consisting of selected articles presented on the conference theme.  Such articles will be required to adhere to the policies of the Journal such as refereeing and must be submitted by March 31, 2006.  

· One of the authors must pre-register for the conference by November 30, 2005 to ensure the inclusion of paper in the conference program. Without pre-registration, paper will not be included in the conference program.

· English is the official language of the conference.

Paper Presentation in Absentia: Those who cannot come to Ahmedabad but wish to present a paper in absentia are encouraged to send in abstract by October 31, 2005.  Papers on the conference theme presented in absentia are eligible to be included in the conference proceedings.  A processing fee of US $100 (Rs. 1,000 for scholars in India) should be included for each paper submitted for presentation in absentia.

Doctoral Student Paper Competition: As a part of the Conference, a doctoral student paper competition is organized. Those who are currently doctoral students or have recently completed doctorate are encouraged to participate in the Competition. Top three winners will be given cash awards and citations. Those who wish to compete must follow the process indicated in the Contributed Paper section and clearly indicate that the paper should be considered for doctoral student paper competition. 

Conference Sponsorships: Opportunities are available to sponsor various events of the Conference. All sponsors names will be acknowledged in the Conference souvenir. Please write to aims3@aims-international.org for details.

Academic Placement: The conference will provide a placement opportunity to individuals and academic institutions. If you are looking for a faculty position, or if your organization is looking for suitable candidates, you may wish to post details on the conference website. 

Accommodation: Limited accommodation will be available at the Management Development Centre of IIM Ahmedabad at the institute’s rate. In addition, there are a good number of hotels available in Ahmedabad. We are negotiating rates with some of the hotels and information will be available shortly.

Registration:  All attending the conference are required to register for the conference.  The registration fees are US $300 (by October 31), US $350 (by November 30), and US $400 (after December 1).  The full-time student registration fee is US $200, if registered by October 31, after which the regular registration fee will apply.  
Registration fee (less US $100) will be refunded if a written request is received by November 30, 2005.  The registration fee includes admission to all technical sessions, tea breaks, the welcome dinner, working lunches, and the conference dinner. Those who are members of AIMS International will be eligible to receive 10% reduction in the conference registration fee. 

Registration for Scholars in India:  All attending the conference are required to register for the conference. Registration from scholars living and working in India will be accepted in Rupees. The registration fees are Rs. 4,000 (by October 31), Rs. 5,500 (by November 30), and Rs. 7,000 (after December 1).  The full-time student registration fee is Rs. 2000, if registered by October 31, after which the regular registration fee will apply.  


Registration fee (less Rs. 1,000) will be refunded if a written request is received by November 30, 2005.  The registration fee includes admission to all technical sessions, tea breaks, the welcome dinner, working lunches, and the conference dinner. Those who are members of AIMS International will be eligible to receive 10% reduction in the conference registration fee. 

Guest/Spouse Registration: Participants are welcome to bring guests.  A nominal guest registration fee of US $50 (Rs. 1500 for Indian Scholars) will include the welcome dinner, tea breaks, working lunches, and the conference banquet. Guest/spouse is not eligible to attend the technical sessions.
