(ii) A Current CV of the nominated faculty. The CV should be maximum 10 pages long.
(iii) Contribution to AIMS International. (A Separate document with this header)

The contribution may be in the following categories: (the following is only a partial list)

(i)   AIMS International Membership – individual and/or institutional

(ii)  Participation, paper presentations, session chairmanship in AIMS International Conferences

(iii)  Participation in AIMS International workshops and seminars


(iv) Organization of invited sessions, workshop, tutorials in AIMS International Conferences


(v) Organization of AIMS International workshop, seminars, conferences and other activities


(vi) Involvement in AIMS International Chapters

(vii) Involvement in generating sponsorships for AIMS International


(viii) Reviewing papers of AIMS Int. J. of Management

   (ix) Other…

b) The applicant/nominee must be a member of AIMS International. 
c) The nomination must be received electronically by October 1, 2011.

d) The awards will be presented at Ninth AIMS International Conference on Management at FLAME Pune tentatively on January 2, 2012. The award winners are required to be present at the ceremony to accept the award. AIMS International will not be responsible for travel, hotel and other expenses.
e) The selection committee at its discretion may decide not to give away the service award to any of the nominees. 
Selection Process: 
The nominations will be first evaluated on the basis of above documents. The selection committee may contact nominees for further information and evidence of contribution. The documents requested must be available in electronic form and will be required to be sent electronically within one week after a request has been made.
The selection committee will evaluate documents provided by the nominees. The final announcement of selection is expected to be made by November 30, 2011.
Title:   The award winners receive a plaque/citation at the annual conference of AIMS International.
