Honorary Fellow
AIMS International Honorary Fellow is the highest title given by AIMS International to recognize members who have made significant contributions to AIMS International and Management Education in India. Such contributions include but are not limited to teaching, research, and service to the profession including to AIMS International. 
Specific Eligibility:
The nominee must be a very senior individual, highly qualified and should have an exceptionally great contribution towards management education. The nomination can be made by an individual, colleague, or the institute/school head. The self-nomination is acceptable but discouraged.
Specific Documents: 
· A current CV of the nominated faculty. The CV should be maximum 10 pages long. It should clearly demonstrate how the nominee has contributed to the management profession.

· Contribution to AIMS International. (A Separate document with this header). The contribution may be in the following categories: (the following is only a partial list),

· AIMS International Membership – individual and/or institutional

· Participation, paper presentations, session chairmanship in AIMS International Conferences

· Participation in AIMS International workshops and seminars

· Organization of invited sessions, workshops, and tutorials in AIMS International Conferences

· Organization of AIMS International workshops, seminars, conferences and other activities

· Involvement in AIMS International Chapters

· Involvement in generating sponsorships for AIMS International

· Reviewing papers of AIMS Int. J. of Management
